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Mr. Jonathan T. Jones attends Methodist University in Fayetteville, North Carolina, and is very active and involved in the school and student body. This past academic year, Mr. Jones served on the Methodist University student government as Senator. Qualifications for office include a minimum 2.0 GPA at Methodist University, and elected Senators must be in “good standing” in accordance with the University Student Handbook. Also, candidates are required to obtain 25 signatures of endorsement from current full-time Methodist University students, and a 1-page essay describing their qualifications for office and how they would benefit Methodist University if elected. He is also on various student government committees including the Finance and the Academic Committee.

Mr. Jones is an active member in several clubs, honor societies, and organizations, including the Methodist University Model United Nations (MU-MUN) Club. The purposes of the MU-MUN are to provide a club for members to serve as delegates at State, regional, and international intercollegiate conferences; promote a broader understanding of complex global issues such as environmental concerns, disarmament matters, refugee problems, economic development initiatives, and human rights measures; and develop skills in conflict resolution, foreign diplomacy, critical thinking, leadership, ethics, and awareness of the various cultures and nations of the world. Mr. Jones is a player on the varsity football team also. This year, he received the Scholar Athlete Award for maintaining a 3.0 or better GPA during the season.

Mr. Jones is majoring in Environmental and Occupational Management, also getting his associate’s degree in Interdisciplinary Studies of Clandestine Labs, and studying to minor in Legal Studies. One of Mr. Jones’s major priorities at Methodist University is the Southeastern Center for Environmental Excellence (SECEE), where he serves as vice president of Student Engagement. SECEE provides university students and community professionals the educational and training experiences necessary for the management of environmental and occupational concerns. The Center is organized into four components: University Curriculum, Fieldwork, Environmental Simulation Center, and Community Outreach. The Curriculum Paradigm is based on the following: Regulatory Compliance, Incident Prevention, Incident Management, and Site/Incident Mitigation.

The SECEE is a wholly immersive simulator that features three-dimensional video, a tracking system, a 27-speaker surround sound system, a butt kicker, a head-mounted display, and data gloves. The simulator was purchased with funds that the Methodist University Environmental and Occupational Management Program received from a Federal Government grant. This Center is the only one of its kind and is used to mitigate and train up and coming students and professionals on proper procedures for the mitigation of an environmental disaster. 
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
