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Mr. Steven G. King is a Doctoral Candidate at Robert Morris University’s School of Information Systems and Communication, completing his research on the efficacy of geospatial information systems to improve decision-making in emergency management.

In addition to his doctoral research, Mr. King is a Department of Homeland Security (DHS) division director assigned to the Presidentially established Nationwide Suspicious Activity Reporting (SAR) Initiative. This Federal interagency initiative connects SAR from local law enforcement agencies, State and local fusion centers, and Federal agencies into a single federated search environment for analysis. Mr. King is leading the effort to bring critical infrastructure owners, firefighters, and other emergency responders from across the country into this initiative. He was nominated for this appointment by the DHS Under Secretary for Intelligence and Analysis based on his experience protecting critical infrastructure since DHS’s founding in 2003.
Prior to joining DHS, Mr. King taught explosives courses for the Department of Justice and conducted vulnerability assessments and developed emergency response plans for the Pentagon, U.S. House of Representatives, U.S. Capitol Police Board, and critical infrastructure across the Nation. He also has more than 20 years of experience as a firefighter and EMT-Paramedic, and he still remains active as a volunteer fire officer and nationally registered EMT-Paramedic. 

Mr. King holds an M.S. in biodefense, an M.B.A., and an undergraduate degree in emergency services administration. He completed the Harvard University Senior Executive Fellows Program, the Naval Postgraduate School’s Homeland Security Executive Leaders’ Program, and the Federal Executive Institute’s flagship course, Leadership for a Democratic Society. 

In addition to numerous firefighting, emergency medical services, law enforcement, technical rescue, and hazardous materials-related certifications, Mr. King is board certified in security management as a Certified Protection Professional; Certified in Homeland Security at Level Five; and is a Project Management Professional. He is currently the chair of the American Board for Certification in Infrastructure Protection. 

Mr. King is attending the Emergency Management Higher Education Conference because he is working with the university to create a new professional certificate program, which will combine scholarly business research with practitioner-level homeland security skills.
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
