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Dr. Robert W. Koch serves as Associate Professor for the Loewenberg School of Nursing at the University of Memphis. His areas of academic expertise include nursing administration and nursing education, and he has extensive clinical and administrative experience in emergency care and air medical transport.
In 2010, Dr. Koch was named the principal investigator of a Department of Defense grant ($1.4 million) to examine the interface between acute care hospitals and military air medical personnel during major disaster relief efforts. He has received additional funding ($1.6 million) to translate the research findings into a virtual reality educational offering for civilian healthcare providers.
The University of Memphis is one of Tennessee’s three comprehensive doctoral-extensive institutions of higher learning. It is the flagship of the Tennessee Board of Regents system. It awards more than 3,000 degrees annually. With an enrollment of approximately 21,000 students, the University of Memphis has 24 Chairs of Excellence, more than any other Tennessee university, and 5 State-approved Centers of Excellence. The University of Memphis is in the initial planning stages of developing a Center for Emergency Disaster Management and Research.
Dr. Koch holds a baccalaureate and master’s degree in nursing from the University of Tennessee Medical Center and a doctorate in administration from Louisiana State University Medical Center in New Orleans. He holds memberships in Sigma Theta Tau International, the National League of Nursing, and the American Organization of Nurse Executives.
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
