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Mr. Christian Lanphere is currently an Emergency Manager in Cambridge, Massachusetts, a medium-sized community of 110,000 and part of the Boston metropolitan area. Cambridge is home to three universities (Harvard University, Massachusetts Institute of Technology, and Lesley University), a number of biotech companies, and pharmaceutical companies.

Mr. Lanphere’s focus is in emergency medical services, public health, and healthcare.
