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Dr. Michael T. “Mick” Maurer was the curriculum developer and the first director of the Metropolitan College of New York’s (MCNY) Master of Public Administration in Emergency and Disaster Management degree program. He had been a full-time associate professor in the School of Public Affairs and Administration program at MCNY from September 2001 until August 2005. Since April 2010, he has been teaching at MCNY in the School of Management as an adjunct professor, developing e-learning components for the degree, and the CTSS-CTR-CTS Trauma Certifications that the New York State Regents approved in 2004 for MCNY to offer. He is also working with a faculty committee to develop an associate/bachelor’s degree in Disaster Preparedness and Emergency Management at MCNY for 2012.

Dr. Maurer is an adjunct instructor at the State University of New York-Empire State College distance learning Emergency Management and Fire Services Administration undergraduate degree program. He also serves as the subject matter expert for the redesign of the National Incident Management System “G” course for SigmaTech under a U.S. Office of Personnel Management contract.

Since July 2001, Dr. Maurer has been an adjunct assistant professor, specializing in the impact of violence, disaster, and war and terrorism upon adolescent development for the Department of Applied Psychology in the Steinhardt School of Culture, Education, and Human Development at New York University (NYU). He started at NYU as a research director and co-investigator in October 1999 at CHEST, now called CHIBPS. Dr. Maurer was an instructor for the 1-year intensive Business Continuity and Homeland Security Certificate program in the Center for Management of the Division of Business and Legal Studies from 2003 to 2006.

Dr. Maurer is the past director of Disaster Training and Exercises for the American Red Cross in Greater New York (ARC/GNY). He chaired the ARC Metro NY Regional Training and Exercises Committee; co-chaired the ARC in NYS Disaster Consortium Training and Exercise Taskforce; and served as the exercise lead for the ARC in NYS Disaster Consortium Leadership Exercise. He was a member of the NYC Coastal Storm Plan Unified Operations Resource Center Steering Committee and the Regional Catastrophic Planning Group for Connecticut, New Jersey, New York, and Pennsylvania. Dr. Maurer also introduced the Moodle e-learning platform to ARC/GNY. He is presently a member of the ARC NE/E Area Exercise Task Force.
Dr. Maurer served as a firefighter support counselor for FEMA/CMHS/FDNY 9/11 Project Liberty Program at the Institute for Community Living, Inc., in Brooklyn, New York. He is on the Academic Committee for the development of the New York State Education Department Licensure-Qualifying Program in Adlerian Psychoanalysis for the Alfred Adler Institute of New York, the oldest institute of psychoanalytic studies in New York City.
