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Lt. James McAuliffe is an Adjunct Instructor for ID 225, Disaster, Crisis, and Emergency Management and a curriculum development specialist for Frederick Community College (FCC) Emergency Management Education. He brings a wealth of knowledge to FCC with 30 years of experience in the criminal justice field. He has experience in the U.S. Army; law enforcement; criminal investigations; probation and parole; public safety program; curriculum development and instruction; and emergency management. Lt. McAuliffe is an experienced college professor and criminal investigations textbook author, and he has published multiple instructional, interactive learning tools. He is a Florida Department of Law Enforcement Subject Matter Expert on Criminal Investigations and is one of five people selected to write the current criminal investigations curriculum taught in all the police academies across the State.
