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Mr. Lawrence A. “Larry” Nelson is the Director of the EMS and Emergency Management Program at Eastern New Mexico University at Portales. Beginning in the fall of 2011, Eastern New Mexico University at Portales will offer an online BAAS concentration and Certificate in Emergency Management designed for criminal justice, law enforcement/police science, fire science, EMS, and military science leaders working in governmental emergency management, business continuity, base operability, and other similar employment situations. The goal of the Emergency Management program is to improve the knowledge of rural emergency managers by delivering relevant, quality instruction in an online environment. This program will complement the existing EMS Management BAAS program.
A total of 21 semester hours and completion of EMGT 475, Capstone in Emergency Management (3) are required for the certificate. Students taking only 15 credits in EMGT may use these hours as 1 component of their secondary concentration for the BAAS, but will not be awarded a certificate. The EMGT Certificate Program is an online program. Students may start any semester of the program; however, fall semesters are preferred. All required courses must be complete prior to enrollment in EMGT 475, Capstone in Emergency Management.
Mr. Nelson intends to gain more knowledge of the Emergency Management Institute Higher Education Program in order to improve his developing program. He also wishes to meet other program directors, education support services, and textbook publishers with the goal of improving the curriculum, androgogy, and delivery.
