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Ms. Marty Shaub is currently the Executive Director for Emergency Management and Environmental Health and Safety for the University of Utah in Salt Lake City. In this position, she directs the campus occupational and environmental health and safety program and the University’s disaster preparedness and response program.

Ms. Shaub came to the University of Utah from Illinois in 1984. Since 1992, she has served as the University’s first and only director of the Environmental Health and Safety Department. Throughout this time, she has been heavily involved with the University’s emergency preparedness efforts, including emergency planning for the 2002 Winter Olympics.

During the past 5 years, Ms. Shaub led the University’s efforts to develop a comprehensive risk and hazard analysis, leading to a pre-disaster mitigation strategy and updated emergency operations and pandemic plans. She is currently leading the University’s preparations to participate in a regional earthquake exercise that will take place in April of 2012.

Ms. Shaub is well known by the emergency management community locally, regionally, and nationally. She has served on the Utah Governor’s Emergency Management Advisory Board during much of the last decade and is past president of the Utah Emergency Management Association and the International Campus Safety Health and Environmental Management Association. She is currently on the Executive Board of the International Association of Emergency Managers as president of USA Region VIII.
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
