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Mr. Tony Subbio currently works for Delta Development Group, Inc., a private consulting business based in Mechanicsburg, Pennsylvania. He specializes in all-hazards emergency operations, public health emergency, hazard mitigation, and post-disaster community recovery planning, and has been involved in the development, conduct, and evaluation of several local, regional, and State exercises.

Mr. Subbio began his career in emergency management as the primary emergency planner at the Dauphin County, Pennsylvania, Emergency Management Agency (EMA), where he maintained the county’s Emergency Operations and related plans, and assisted municipalities, school districts, and other agencies with emergency preparedness. He also served as the National Incident Management System coordinator for the county. As the Dauphin County Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Logistics Section chief, Mr. Subbio served in EOC activations from severe thunderstorms to tornadoes to the major flooding caused by Hurricane Ivan in 2004, as well as several smaller incidents.

Mr. Subbio served on various emergency response teams in south-central Pennsylvania, including the South Central Task Force’s Incident Management Team and Dauphin County Hazardous Materials Response Team.
