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Ms. Roberta S. Wilson is the Learning Enhancement Coordinator at Southwest Tennessee Community College (STCC). Her responsibilities include coordinating the nursing skills and simulation labs; providing tutoring in mathematics, nursing skills, and theory; and college recruitment as well as many other tasks for the Department of Nursing and College. Ms. Wilson uses experiential teaching extensively with students for them to gain critical thinking skills and develop case studies and scenarios based on real-life situations. In the past, she has been involved with fire departments and other community groups, teaching burn and fire safety. The nursing curriculum includes some safety preparedness; however, there is a need to improve and increase what is taught. 
Ms. Wilson graduated from the Misericordia Hospital School of Nursing in Winnipeg, Manitoba, 46 years ago and obtained her RN at that time. Following a number of years of medical/surgical nursing in Winnipeg, Manitoba, Canada, she pursued a career in burn nursing, working with both adults and children. Ms. Wilson worked in hospitals in Texas, Oklahoma, Mississippi, and Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, before settling in Tennessee.
Ms. Wilson completed a B.A. in human resources and an M.S. in management from Southern Nazarene University in Oklahoma City, and a B.S. in nursing from Oklahoma Baptist University in Shawnee, Oklahoma.
Ms. Wilson received two nursing awards from the Children’s Hospital of Oklahoma for exemplifying the best clinical burn nurse. She also was given two commendations from the Governor of the State of Oklahoma for 20 years working with the burn children of Oklahoma and for the care of the children in the Oklahoma City bombing. She was the recipient of the Nurse of the Year from LeBonheur Children’s Medical Center, Memphis, Tennessee, and one of the First Nursing Stars of the Methodist LeBonheur Hospital System.
