1. Directions; there two lists below. One is a list of tasks associated with mortuary affairs during a pandemic (other large scale disasters) and the second list is available groups in the local community to do the tasks. 

Your group’s job is to match the tasks with the groups. Some tasks may require more than one group. If you recommend more than one group please make sure to identify the lead group doing the task. Identify who is in charge to accomplish each task, and who is in charge of the mission! 
2. The scenario; A village of 10,000 people is located in a rural geographical isolated area in the central highlands of Pacifica (a fictitious country in Southeast Asia). The new influenza pandemic has been particular devastating to this village. Over 2500 have died as a result of the pandemic within the last 24 days. There are 3500 more people with flu like symtoms.

b. Collect bodies from homes, clinics, other (?) and transport to site

c. Remove and store identifying items and personal effects

d. Talk with relatives

e. Dig large trenches

f. Place bodies in trenches

g. Cover with lime and dirt

i. Store and manage personal effects

j. Perform religious ceremonies

k. Search for relatives/friends (support with notification/counseling)

l. Legal issues and disputes

m. Supply lists of deceased when possible
