David M. Neal is a Professor of Emergency Management at Oklahoma State University.  He is the director of Center for the Study of Disasters & Extreme Events, OSU.  His expertise is in the history of emergency management, preparedness, planning, response, and mitigation.

Gary R. Webb is an Associate Professor of Sociology at Oklahoma State University.  He has multiple teaching awards.  His expertise is in response, and business continuity.  


Overview
