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	It is imperative to have curriculum to understand International Homeland Security. There are three reasons to look at other countries: other countries have experience that we can learn from, the threat is transnational and so the response must be global, and by looking at how others do things, on can learn more about one’s own policies, practices, rationales, etc. We don’t take into account consistently how other countries deal with counterterrorism. Some countries view terrorism as just another kind of crime. 

	The Comparative Governmental System helps to explain how other countries are set up to operate. It also helps to understand geography, the legal system, the government structures, etc. Israel has a Parliamentary System and voting is for parties, not candidates. This country is geographically small and uses a judicial system (that models Great Britain) that includes 26 magistrate courts and 5 district courts. Canada also has a Parliamentary System that models that of Great Britain. Most criminal law is federally regulated and their constitution is called the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms. On the contrary, France uses a hybrid system that includes a President as well as a Parliamentary System. 

	Counterterrorism laws and policies are concerned with a war-fighting approach versus a law enforcement approach. The war-fighting approach includes military forces and the primary goal is to defeat the enemy. Countries such as Canada, Australia, and Great Britain use the law enforcement approach. This approach focuses on police forces, enforcing the law, and maintaining order. 

	There are different approaches to defining terrorism. Terrorism can be treated as an ordinary criminal act and so there is no special designation. Great Britain, Canada, and Australia have specific counterterrorism laws. However, Germany and France have no special legislation for terrorism. The French approach is to prevent, pursue, protect, and prepare. The French also have a special branch of the police force that includes an anti-terrorist branch. The Israeli counterterrorism agencies can be broken down into four subsystems. Arrests or ‘targeted-killings- are at the operational and strategic level. The first suicide bomber was reported in Israel in 1993.

	It is also imperative to have military support for civil authorities. In countries such as France, Italy, and Spain the military is used for the police force. The police always have Incidence Command in Great Britain and Italy. There will always be border security issues worldwide. For example, in the European Union, a person can go from country to country without getting stopped by border patrols. However, a person will get checked externally when leaving the EU. Other topics regarding International Homeland Security include critical infrastructure protection, public-private partnerships, marine security, surface transportation security, aviation security, and strategic communications. 
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
