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Mr. Angelo Albanese is an Instructor/Facilitator of the Advanced Disaster Management Simulator (ADMS) at Butler County Community College of Pennsylvania, a position he has held since January 2012. As such, he helps address key issues within the Emergency Action Plans of both the private and public sectors. By allowing the gap to be bridged between a tabletop exercise and an actual simulated event, ADMS allows real-life actions and consequences to be cultivated in a cost-effective, controlled environment.
