Dr. Brian Altman is the Education Coordinator for the National Center for Disaster Medicine and Public Health (NCDMPH). Established in 2008 by Homeland Security Presidential Directive-21, the NCDMPH serves as the Nation’s academic center of excellence for education, training, and educational research in disaster medicine and public health preparedness. To that end, the NCDMPH strives to establish standardizations of core curricula and competencies in disaster medicine and public health education so that the Nation may be better prepared to respond to natural and manmade disasters or catastrophic public health events.
As the Education Coordinator at the NCDMPH, Dr. Altman is invested in researching and establishing practices, methods, and tools for adult learning in disaster medicine and public health education and training. Because the Federal Emergency Management Agency is one of the Nation’s largest providers of disaster training and response, the Annual Emergency Management Higher Education Conference is a natural opportunity for him to gain greater insight into the ways the Nation’s disaster workforce learns.
In 2011, Dr. Altman received his Ph.D. in urban education, with a specialization in adult and continuing education, at the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee. His doctoral studies had a specific focus on human resource development, and during his doctoral work, he taught a course on the coordination of staff development and training programs.
The NCDMPH is involved in a number of areas of disaster medicine and public health education, including humanitarian assistance knowledge, the disaster health workforce, and pediatric disaster preparedness. In February, NCDMPH released the Report on the Domestic Natural Disaster Health Workforce, a landscape analysis describing selected aspects of the health professions’ workforce who would respond to a catastrophic domestic natural disaster.
