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Mr. Richard “Tim” Baden is the Director of the Strategic Planning and Analysis Division within the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) Office of Policy and Program Analysis. He is responsible for enhancing the integration of strategic thinking and planning throughout FEMA, including supporting senior leadership in building informed and innovative decisions about FEMA’s strategic direction. Prior to joining FEMA in 2000, Mr. Baden served 13 years with the former U.S. General Accounting Office, leading evaluations of the effectiveness of programs within multiple Federal agencies.

Mr. Baden holds a B.A. in environmental science from Cornell College (Iowa); an M.A. in public policy sciences and M.E.M. in environmental management from Duke University; and an M.S. in national resource strategy from the National Defense University’s Industrial College of the Armed Forces.

At the Emergency Management Higher Education Conference, Mr. Baden will present an overview of FEMA’s Strategic Foresight Initiative—a collective exploration of issues, trends, and other factors that could impact the future emergency management environment, with the goal of strengthening the Whole Community’s ability to understand and plan effectively for the future as a diverse emergency management community. Through a range of research activities, workshops, and alternative futures analysis, FEMA, together with partners from across the emergency management community, developed critical insights into emerging challenges, opportunities, and needs facing the field of emergency management. The session will engage the audience in a facilitated discussion around the role of academic institutions in advancing strategic foresight across the emergency management community, including influencing student research and curriculum and course development.
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
