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In 2009, Chief Daniel Bennett accepted the position of Director of Public Safety and Police Services at Michigan Tech. In addition to his normal duties, he oversees Emergency Management, University Parking and Enforcement, University Emergency Medical Services, the University Locksmith, and the University Switchboard. Chief Bennett is a graduate of the Northwestern University Center for Public Safety’s School of Police Staff and Command. 

Chief Bennett began his law enforcement career in 1989 after serving two tours in the United States Marine Corps. He attended the Chicago Police Academy and began working as a patrol officer in Vernon Hills, Illinois. While serving on the Vernon Hills Police Department, Chief Bennett worked in a variety of law enforcement jobs including Gang officer, Bicycle officer, and Detective and Crime Prevention officer. In 2004, he accepted a position as the deputy Chief of Police for the College of Southern Nevada Police Department in Las Vegas. While in Las Vegas, Chief Bennett assisted in creating a new police department and was able to obtain his B.S. in public administration in law enforcement from Nevada State College in 2005, and his master’s in public administration from the University of Nevada-Las Vegas in 2009. 

The Michigan Tech Emergency Management Program follows the National Incident Management System (NIMS). All members have received NIMS training and participate in regular meetings, as well as tabletop and full-scale exercises. The goal of attending this seminar is to obtain a greater knowledge of emergency management as well as to begin creating a network of qualified associates with the hopes of utilizing these resources in the future as a method of continuous improvement for the Emergency Management Program. 
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
