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Ms. Pamela Ann Boatright has worked for the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education as the System Safety, Health and Environment Resource (SSHER) Center Coordinator since December 2002. As such, she provides a variety of health, safety, and emergency management planning services at no cost for Oklahoma’s 25 public institutions of higher learning. Activities include production of quarterly newsletters; maintenance of the website, four unique listservs, and a lending library; indoor air quality assessments; ergonomic assessments; and research on unique issues. Ms. Boatright also provides assistance with written programs and training, and is a recent recipient of a suicide prevention grant. 

Ms. Boatright has a B.S. from East Central University in Ada, Oklahoma; an M.P.H. in environmental management from the University of Oklahoma Health Sciences Center (OUHSC); and an M.S. in industrial hygiene, also from OUHSC. Her health, safety, and environmental work experience within the higher education system began in 1989 at OUHSC, and then later at the University of Oklahoma (OU) in Norman. Her work at OU and OUHSC included many issues, such as indoor air quality; hazardous waste management; underground storage tank removal; asbestos management; and numerous other safety, health, and environmental issues. Ms. Boatright also spent 3 years at the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality, where she developed and implemented the agency’s Employee Health and Safety Program. 
Current emergency management issues are Continuity of Operations; intrastate higher education mutual aid networks; use of Community Emergency Response Teams on campus; local and State Memorandums of Understanding; and hazard mitigation. The Emergency Management Higher Education Conference offers a unique opportunity to network with peers about campus emergency management planning and implementation in general. Knowledge gained will be used to assist Oklahoma’s campus emergency managers.
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
