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Dr. Kelley Davis is the Program Director for a new M.S. degree in Disaster and Emergency Preparedness at Nova Southeastern University (NSU) in Fort Lauderdale, Florida. Courses will commence in the fall as NSU is currently accepting its inaugural class. 

Dr. Davis is an associate professor at NSU and currently teaches courses in the medical school, the Public Health program, and for the Criminal Justice Institute at the University. She has been associated with NSU’s Institute for Disaster and Emergency Preparedness since 2006, providing training in all-hazards preparedness; developing more advanced courses in all-hazards preparedness training; and being instrumental in the development of the M.S. in Disaster and Emergency Preparedness degree. Dr. Davis has provided many hours of training in the recognition, diagnosis, and treatment of victims in mass casualty and mass care events to medical and allied health professionals as well as to law enforcement officers in aspects related to chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, and explosive weapons.

The new M.S. degree in Disaster and Emergency Preparedness is a 36-credit hour program, which has 4 areas in which the student can choose to concentrate his/her studies: criminal justice, cyber security, public health, or maritime safety and security. The degree program consists of 18 core credits along with 18 credit hours chosen from general or concentration electives. As part of the core, each student is required to complete a practicum in which the student must work for a semester in the field and present his/her capstone project to faculty on campus. NSU also has a degree in National Security Affairs, and students from each of the degree programs are allowed to take elective courses within each of the two degree programs, offering more flexibility in their curriculum choices.
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
