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Mr. Eugene Glover is the Chief Architect for Homeland Security Initiatives at Cognition, LLC. A recognized authority and mission-area specialist in Command and Control concepts and procedures, he spearheaded the development and production of the Asymmetric Missile Defense Initiative (AMDI) Integrated Architecture and was instrumental in the formulation of the supporting concept of operations. This groundbreaking effort has been briefed at the highest levels within the Department of Defense and has been recognized as the cause for a Congressional plus-up to conduct operationally realistic tests using sea-based assets to develop a recommended architecture and concept of operations for homeland asymmetric missile defense. Mr. Glover continues to work to develop and broaden the Asymmetric Missile Defense Threat Scenarios to include innovative use of existing tactical resources, an updated operations concept, and integrated architecture views. 

Recently, Mr. Glover played a pivotal role in developing the concept of notification/response protocols called The Campus Emergency Notification System™ (CENS). The CENS is comprised of a unique set of procedures, processes, and technologies aimed at facilitating rapid and accurate dissemination and acknowledgement of critical information during a campus-wide emergency. At its heart, CENS is a holistic schema that uses all available media to transmit emergency messages and to receive and categorize acknowledgement of message reception in a timely manner. The system can be correlated with several external databases, allowing for prioritization of emergency notifications over standard communications. Further, this allows the user to account for individual students/staff members and their specific responder geo-location, and enables the coding of any unique medical needs of individual recipients.
Mr. Glover’s interests in attending the Emergency Management Higher Education Conference lie in expanding the awareness of the available low-cost products and practices available to emergency managers, faculty, staff, and students in an effort to better prepare campus environments for disasters and emergencies.
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
