He served in various command, staff, and educator positions. He was an instructor and faculty director for the Army Command and General Staff College. Also concurrent with his full-time careers, Professor Gulinello taught in related fields at Adelphi University, Fairleigh Dickinson University, Interboro Institute, LaGuardia Community College, and the New York Institute of Technology.
