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Dr. Michael L. Hummel is currently an Associate Professor of Leadership and Security Studies, and the Director of the Linda and Harry Serene Leadership Institute at California University of Pennsylvania. He is also an adjunct professor at the University of Pittsburgh, teaching Homeland Security and Terrorism courses. He is a retired military officer with 23 years of active duty service in military police, special operations, and security operations assignments, including combat service with the 75th Rangers and the 101st Airborne Division.
Dr. Hummel served as a professor in the Department of Social Sciences at the United States Military Academy at West Point, and as the director of Performance Assurance and Safety Division for Security and Law Enforcement for the Department of Energy’s Savanna River Site. He previously served as the dean of the College of Liberal Arts and chair of the Department of Justice, Law and Society.
Dr. Hummel’s formal education includes a Ph.D.; a master’s of philosophy from Columbia University (New York City) Graduate School of Arts and Sciences, Department of Organization and Leadership; and a master’s of public administration from Columbia University School of International and Public Affairs. He is also a graduate of various Special Operations Tactical Schools for Law Enforcement and Counter Terrorism: Special Forces Counterterrorism Special Operations School; Tactical Team Operations course; Hostage/Crisis Negotiator School; Explosive Entry Breached Course; Protective Service School (Executive Protection); and Countering Terrorism in Communities and Military Installations School.

Dr. Hummel served as the commander of a Law Enforcement Company, Military Police, and Special Reaction Team commander. He authored and presented numerous works on security operations to include: “Who is Running Al-Qaeda?,” book chapter in Homeland Security Text: Terrorism in the 21st Century; Leadership Failures of the Katrina Disaster (New Orleans): The Vice of Corruption and Politically Influenced Mismanagement; The Security Challenges of the
G-20 Summit; Cyber-terrorism; Maritime Security—Criminals at Sea; and Should Nuclear Security Be Our Top Priority?
