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Ms. Judy D. Jaeger is the Emergency Management Program Chair for Central Georgia Technical College. Her experience working in the State Operations Center during the 1996 Summer Olympics and Paralympics led to a full-time position with the Georgia Emergency Management Agency as a planner for 5½ years. After developing and teaching an Emergency Planning course online, she transitioned to a full-time teaching position at Central Georgia Technical College (CGTC). Ms. Jaeger has implemented all 12 courses in the Diploma and Associate Degree Program at CGTC.

The Emergency Management Diploma and Associate Degree Program began in the fall of 2002, with three State employees designing three classes that were offered online. In January 2003, the college hired a full-time instructor, and additional courses were in the making. From a very slow start, low enrollment, and few graduates, the program has blossomed into some full day-time and online classes, and a total of 136 students in the fall of 2011.

Ms. Jaeger is a presenter at this year’s Higher Education Conference in the Associate Degree Workshop, sharing “lessons learned” in growing and developing her program. From her peers, she is eager to learn about other best practices and to gather additional ideas to continue to grow and improve her program.

Ms. Jaeger holds a master’s degree in mass communications, but has completed more than 400 hours of emergency management training.
