Mr. Thomas J. Mauro, Jr., is the Director of Exercises and Training for the Office of Emergency Preparedness and Response at the New York City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH). The DOHMH has more than 7,000 employees and is responsible for protecting and promoting health in all New Yorkers. Mr. Mauro is responsible for training the agency on emergency plans and procedures and conducting exercises to test plans and measure the agency’s preparedness for emergencies such as radiological, explosions, chemical, anthrax, and other biological threats to public health. Current work includes a Bystander Training Project, which incorporates private citizens into the first moments of an event, prior to the arrival of first responders. Mr. Mauro is also an adjunct professor of disaster preparedness for nurses at the Wagner College, Evelyn Spiro School of Nursing, and criminal justice and business management courses at St. John’s University.
Prior to working at the DOHMH, Mr. Mauro retired as a captain from the New York City Police Department and moved on to write Emergency Action Plans for high-rise commercial buildings in New York City. He also instructed New York State-certified security programs for security officers and Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Incident Command System courses for emergency responders.

Mr. Mauro holds a B.A. in English education from the College of Staten Island and an M.A. in criminal justice from the State University of New York, Albany. He attended the Federal Bureau of Investigation’s National Academy’s 210th session; completed the FEMA Master Exercise Practitioner Program at the Emergency Management Institute in Emmitsburg, Maryland; and FEMA’s Master Trainer Practitioner Program in 2011.
Mr. Mauro is attending the conference to share ideas about integrating emergency preparedness exercises into higher education curricula and preparing students for the types of activities that they will engage in while working for an emergency response agency.
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
