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Dr. David A. McEntire is a Professor in the Emergency Administration and Planning Program (EADP) at the University of North Texas. He teaches emergency management courses in both the undergraduate and graduate programs. He served previously as the coordinator for the EADP and Ph.D. programs, and as the associate dean in the College of Public Affairs and Community Service. 

Dr. McEntire’s academic interests include: emergency management theory, community preparedness, response coordination, vulnerability reduction, international disasters, and homeland security. He has received several grants that funded research on disasters in Peru, the Dominican Republic, Texas, New York, California, and Haiti.

Dr. McEntire is the author of Introduction to Homeland Security and Disaster Response and Recovery, and he is the editor of Disciplines, Disasters and Emergency Management. His research has also been published in Public Administration Review; Disasters; International Journal of Mass Emergencies and Disasters; Journal of Emergency Management; Journal of the Environment and Sustainable Development; International Journal of Emergency Management; Journal of the American Society of Professional Emergency Planners; and Journal of International and Public Affairs. His articles in Disaster Prevention and Management have received Highly Commended and Outstanding Paper Awards.

Dr. McEntire completed an Instructor Guide on disaster response operations for the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). He has also published chapters in the Handbook of Disaster Research, the Handbook of Disaster Management, and Emergency Management: Principles and Practices for Local Government. Other publications include three IQ Reports for the International City/County Management Association. 

Dr. McEntire has presented his research in Mexico and Norway, at the National Science Foundation, at the National Academy of Sciences, and at the Higher Education Conference at FEMA’s Emergency Management Institute in Emmitsburg, Maryland. 
Dr. McEntire is currently studying emergency management from a comparative perspective, and initial chapters for this book are located on FEMA’s Higher Education web site. He is also examining the concept of “spontaneous planning” to better understand rational decision making during improvised disaster responses. 

Prior to his arrival at the University of North Texas, Dr. McEntire attended the Graduate School of International Studies at the University of Denver. While pursuing his degree, he worked for the International and Emergency Services Departments at the American Red Cross. 

Dr. McEntire recently was recognized as the 2010 Dr. B. Wayne Blanchard Award Recipient for Academic Excellence in Emergency Management Higher Education. 
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
