Dr. Maureen E. McGarry is the Dean of Health and Rehabilitative Sciences at the Community College of Rhode Island (CCRI). As such, she prepared the original certificate program in Emergency/Disaster Management along with the advisory council. The program is one of a number of offerings in the division, including nursing, healthcare interpreter, fire science, EMT-B, allied health, dental health, and rehabilitative health. The associate degree in emergency management has been approved by the Rhode Island Board of Governors for Higher Education. Dr. McGarry has taught components of the EMER program, including stress management for Basic Concepts for Emergency Preparedness for Bio-Terrorism, and she team-taught Civilian and First Responders Impact from Disasters. 

Dr. McGarry currently chairs a number of boards and committees, including the Emergency/‌Disaster Management Advisory Board and the Fire Science Advisory Board at CCRI. She also serves on a number of CCRI committees, including the Operations Committee, the Business Continuity Planning Committee, and the Threat Assessment Committee. In addition, she promotes a strong working relationship with the Rhode Island State Fire Marshal and the Rhode Island Fire Academy, as well as the Rhode Island Emergency Management Agency.

Further, Dr. McGarry promotes an interdisciplinary focus for the Academic Affairs Division at CCRI and collaborates with the other academic departments to continue this effort. Public and private higher education representatives have been included on the college advisories to expand continuing education beyond the certificate and associate degree. A number of representatives from these institutions serve on the advisory boards at the college, which has been expanded since the current coordinator of the emergency/disaster management program was hired. Dr. McGarry works collaboratively with the emergency management coordinator to promote the certificate and degree programs, and to foster an academic and career pathway for the graduates.
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
