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Mr. Frank P. Mezzanotte is the Coordinator of Magnet Programs for Harford County Public Schools in Maryland. He is responsible for numerous facets of Career and Technology Education including, but not limited to, developing the Technology Education Curriculum Guide; ensuring that courses meet requirements of the Maryland State Department of Education Technology Education Content Standards; developing and implementing the EMT/Fire Rescue Career Completer throughout Harford County Public Schools; coordinating student-centered construction of a modular building for use as a classroom at Harford Technical High School; assisting with coordination of Tech Prep initiatives; serving as a member of the Susquehanna Workforce Youth Council; participating in the activities of the Career and Technology Education Framework Team; and, most recently, planning the development and implementation of the Studies in Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness and the National Resources and Agricultural Sciences Programs in Harford County, Maryland.
