The Associate of Science in Emergency Management degree was developed to provide the fundamental foundation required by all emergency management professionals. The bachelor’s degree is structured to allow students to pick an emphasis in public, private, healthcare, and non-profit areas.

Mr. Mikitish holds an MSBA from Boston University; an MPA from Boise State University; and a B.S. in public administration, criminal justice major, from the University of Arizona. From
1982–2005, he served in the U.S. Army in a variety of positions, including Pershing missiles Platoon Commander and Operations Officer; Field Artillery Battery Commander; Combat Maneuver Training Center Observer Controller; Field Artillery Instructor; Battalion Executive Officer; Division Fire Support Coordinator; Training Support Battalion Commander; and Professor of Military Science.
