Diné College is unique in many ways, including the remote locations of some of its centers. It is for this reason that it is imperative that Diné College develop and implement an Emergency Management program for the institution. Diné College, like other educational institutions throughout the country, has only begun to realize the importance and value of preparedness relating to emergency situations, from hazardous spills to the potential life-threatening actions of others. 

Admittedly, Diné College is in unfamiliar territory when it comes to emergency management. However, the college is prepared to learn from those entities and organizations that have established Emergency Management programs after years of experience with real-life situations, as unfortunate and tragic as some may be.
