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Mr. Benn Prybutok joined the administration and faculty of Montgomery County Community College in June of 2002, as the Director of Criminal Justice, Fire Science, and Emergency Management. His re-entry into academia followed a 28-year career in the property and casualty insurance industry, during which his focus was in public policy, government affairs, and strategic planning. His corporate career encompassed service with the Munich-based Allianz Insurance Group, Gulf Oil Corporation, Pacific Compensation Capital Corporation, and Home State Holdings.

Mr. Prybutok’s intensive research, writing, and teaching interests in terrorism, political violence, and organized crime began in the 1970s. Several of his recent papers, including “A Survey of the Major Mexican Drug Cartels: Organization, Operations, Transmutations,” “The Psycho-Social & Political Pathologies of Terrorism,” and “Comparative Approaches to Teaching About Terrorism & Counterterrorism,” have been presented at recent meetings of the Academy of Criminal Justice Sciences. He is a member of the Academy of Criminal Justice Sciences, the International Association for the Study of Organized Crime, the American Political Science Association, and is a Fellow of the Academy of Political Science. Mr. Prybutok participates actively in a number of national organizations and consortia devoted to the study of terrorism. He is also an associate member of the International Association of Chiefs of Police and the Montgomery County Police Chiefs’ Association, and he serves as a member of the Board of Governors of the Degree Assembly of the International Fire Service Accreditation Congress.

Mr. Prybutok’s responsibilities at Montgomery County Community College include directing the college’s programs in Criminal Justice, Fire Science, and Emergency Management and Planning, as well as new degree concentrations in Homeland Security. He has taught a range of courses over the years in both political science and criminal justice, both online and in the classroom setting. He is also an Adjunct Associate Professor of Homeland Security at Drexel’s Goodwin College of Professional Studies, where he teaches a graduate-level course on terrorism.
Mr. Prybutok received his A.B. and M.A. in political science from Temple University (1970 and 1972), and he completed doctoral coursework and divisional examinations in political science at Columbia University (1974). He received his executive juris doctor from Concord Law School in 2005.
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
