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Dr. Carter F. Smith is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Public Management and Criminal Justice at Austin Peay State University in Clarksville, Tennessee. He is the inaugural (then adjunct) professor for the Criminal Justice/Homeland Security Program, having taught two classes in the fall of 2004 in order to test the viability of the program prior to gaining approval by the Tennessee Board of Regents.

Dr. Carter was a recipient of the CID Command Enlisted Special Agent of the Year award, and a recipient of the Frederic Milton Thrasher Award of the National Gang Crime Research Center.
Dr. Carter has a B.S. in public management from Austin Peay State University and a juris doctorate from Southern Illinois University–Carbondale. He received his Ph.D. from Northcentral University after completing his dissertation on military-trained gang members in Tennessee.
