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Ms. Charlotte Topaha lives on the Navajo Reservation, located in the four-corners area of Arizona, Utah, Colorado, and New Mexico. She works for Diné College in Shiprock, New Mexico. Shiprock is one of the eight Diné College sites. The main campus is located in Tsaile, Arizona, while Shiprock and Crownpoint are both in New Mexico. The other locations are in Window Rock, Ganado, Tuba City, Chinle, and Kayenta, all in Arizona. The Navajo Reservation is one of the largest reservations in the country with many remote towns. Diné College is a 2-year institution with approximately 2,500 students throughout the 8 sites at any given academic year.

Ms. Topaha works in the Maintenance Department as an Administrative Assistant. One of her duties is to dispatch the security officers, maintenance technicians, and custodians at the school. The members of the Maintenance Department are the first responders for any emergency event that may arise. The college has been fortunate that it has not had any major tragic event take place. In order to prepare for that, Diné College is presently in the initial stages of developing emergency management plans for the school. 

Ms. Topaha will be attending the Emergency Management Conference to learn as much as she can to assist the Maintenance Department and to take advantage of the classes being offered at the conference. 
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
