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Ms. Nancy Webb is Facilities Manager and Safety Officer for the University of South Florida Polytechnic (USFP), and has been with the university for 9 years. In her position as Facilities Manager, she is responsible for planning campus maintenance, safety training, bio-fuel research, six off-site facilities, five staff members, and “anything else that needs to be done.” Ms. Webb is a member of the Association of Physical Plant Administrators (APPA) and the vice president of Long Range Planning Board for Southern Region Association of Physical Plant Administrators (SRAPPA). In this position, she works with universities to sponsor the yearly conferences and initiates the approval process on applications for scholarships provided by SRAPPA to APPA’s Institute for Facility Management and Leadership Academy.
USFP is located in Lakeland, Polk County, in the heart of central Florida, between the two large communities of Orlando to the east and Tampa to the west. USFP has been a regional campus of the University of South Florida for more than 24 years and is the State of Florida’s only public polytechnic institution. Currently, USFP shares the campus with Polk State College in a two-plus-two academic environment. USFP is in the process of building a new campus located 10 miles from the current location. The site will include bio-fuel plant research acreage, wetlands, and a well maintained natural area where the main buildings and dorms will be located. USFP has plans to create a large recycling plant that will process the bio-fuel plants for use in equipment and vehicles. Currently, the recycling initiative has strong student buy-in that will keep the campus beautiful and green.
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
