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Dr. Clayton Wukich is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Political Science at Sam Houston State University, where he teaches government, rooting his work in practice. His research applies findings from the Scholarship of Teaching and Learning literature to curricula on emergency management. The topics of decision making under conditions of uncertainty and polycentric systems of governance are also two areas of interest.

Dr. Wukich’s experiences include work as a volunteer firefighter; in training programs at the Allegheny County (Pennsylvania) Fire Academy and the American Red Cross; and as an aide in the Pennsylvania Governor’s Office. For more than 5 years, he was a researcher at the University of Pittsburgh’s Center for Disaster Management, conducting field research and analysis for multiple grant projects. Dr. Wukich currently serves as a Lieutenant in the U.S. Navy Reserve and has taught at the U.S. Coast Guard Academy in New London, Connecticut.

Dr. Wukich hopes to network at this year’s conference and learn more about different teaching and learning activities used both in the classroom and by practicing managers in the field.
