Dr. Pao-Chiang Yuan is the Professor/Coordinator of the Hazardous Materials Management/Management Program for the Department of Technology’s College of Science, Engineering and Technology at Jackson State University (JSU). He is also the principal investigator of the Homeland Security-related Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (HS-STEM)-Minority Serving Institutions Enrichment Leadership Program funded by the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) in 2010, and the DHS HS-STEM Career Development for Post-Secondary Institutions Grant.
