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Dr. Manuel F. Zamora is an Assistant Professor at the Center for Security Studies (CSS) at Angelo State University (ASU), part of the Texas Tech University system. He teaches face-to-face and distance-based courses in border and homeland security, human and drug trafficking, drug policy, terrorism, disaster planning, and emergency response. Dr. Zamora is also an active, commissioned 32-year veteran of the Houston, Texas, Police Department, where he holds the rank of commander. 

As a Houston Police Commander, Dr. Zamora served in many criminal investigation assignments as well as strategic planning, logistics, and support for large-scale events such as Super Bowl XXXVIII; the Republican National Convention; Rockets Basketball Championship Playoffs; Astros Baseball World Series Playoff Games; the World G-7 Economic Summit; the Chevron Houston Marathon; and numerous parades and demonstrations. Dr. Zamora participated in planning and response to Hurricanes Katrina, Rita, Edouard, and Ike. He authored and managed the after-action reporting for the Houston Police Department on these and other significant events, large-scale emergencies, and disasters. Dr. Zamora authored and participated in the design and development of the Houston Police Real Time Crime Center, a $2-million project that ranks among the most advanced in the Nation. He contributed to the software development and trained the intelligence analysts and supervisory staff. 

Dr. Zamora is the chair of the ASU 2012 International Conference on Transborder Narco Terrorism. The summer conference is designed to bring law enforcement, military, security, and like-minded researchers, graduate students, and faculty together from the United States and Latin America to receive training, share information, network, and contribute to the enhancement of border and homeland security by addressing the challenging milieu of transnational organized crime and drug trafficking organizations.

The programs at CSS strive to produce cross-culturally competent students able to understand and influence outcomes in support of American national security objectives.
