(3) Integrating the Human Side of Disaster into Emergency Management Curricula
Description:  Following an introductory paper by Drabek, three panel members will offer reactions and share their experiences and student responses to courses wherein The Human Side of Disaster (Drabek 2010) served as a core text. Following these presentations, audience members will be provided opportunity to share their experiences, practices, and student responses to their efforts to integrate empirical research studies focused on the human aspects of disaster into their individual courses and programs.

Paper Abstract:   This paper has two themes. First, responses to the first edition (2010) of The Human Side of Disaster are summarized. Responses discussed include student and professor evaluations, formal journal reviews, emergency management conferences, and other types of experiences. Second, key revisions are described that reflect the second edition of this book, scheduled for publication in April, 2013. Among the revisions described are the following:  1) two new original short stories which have been added to the introductory chapter titled “Experiences”; the main character in each is an emergency manager, an African-American male and a Hispanic female; 2) numerous new disaster events have been incorporated throughout the text starting with the earthquake in Haiti (2010), and ending with Hurricane Sandy (2012); and 3) the former concluding chapter has been expanded into two new chapters titled:  “What Must Be Done?” and “Community Change Agents.” Herein a greatly expanded and much more strategic vision of emergency management is proposed for the profession

(3) Seismic Hazard and Risk in Algerian Government Strategy with Implication for the Preparedness, Mitigation, and Management of Earthquake Disasters: An Overview
Description:  Although, earthquake risk reduction policy started after the 190 El Asnam (Algeria) earthquake, the Boumerdes-Algiers earthquake of 21 May 2003 (Ms 6.8) of which the main shock, which lasted about 40 seconds, and the two largest aftershocks (both reached Ms 5.8 on 27 and 29 May 2003) caused the loss of 2,278 human lives, injuring more than 11,450, and making 182,000 homeless; they destroyed or seriously damaged at least 200,000 housing units and about 6,000 public buildings in five wilayas (provinces) had reinforced all the government DRR strategy. In this paper, the National Policy of earthquake risk reduction will be presented with the various aspects as the main goals, the implementation mechanisms, the main achievements and progress, the new legal and regulatory tools and mechanisms, cooperation aspects and then we will conclude by global evaluation and perspectives.
