EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT THEORY AND RESEARCH WORKSHOP

Monday June 3, 2013 

Most established academic disciplines have research conferences wherein advances in theory development and new research findings or data from research underway are shared. This sharing creates the opportunity for researchers to receive feedback on their work; new knowledge to be disseminated amongst scholars; and, for the scholars to in turn build on this new knowledge through their own research and/or share the new knowledge with students in higher education programs. This sharing also provides the opportunity for those conducting research to receive peer feedback on their work, offer presentations that are meaningful for achieving tenure, and develop synergies that will enhance scholarship in the field. 

As of this year, emergency management has such a research conference. 

The FEMA Higher Education Program welcomes EM student and faculty scholars to submit abstracts to present at this year’s Workshop to be held Monday, June 3 at the Emergency Management Institute in Emmitsburg, Maryland the day before the 16th Annual Emergency Management Higher Education Symposium. 

Abstracts for research presentations that will report advances in theory, analysis based on a literature review, results of basic research, and results of applied research are welcomed.

Guidelines for Submission:
1. Ensure your proposed presentation fits into one of the categories identified above. 
1. Please ensure that your abstract clearly describes what your presentation will address.
1. Ensure that your proposed presentation can be delivered within a 20-30 minute time period. 
1. If you wish to attend AND/OR present at the Workshop, you must complete the FEMA General Admissions Application (FEMA Form 119-25-1) for the Conference provided in the invitation package and return it to the Admissions Office by May 10, 2013. Applications must be returned to the NETC Office of Admissions for processing.  Applications sent to the Higher Education Program Office cannot be accepted by the NETC Admissions Office.  All non-U.S. citizens attending the conference must have a security clearance conducted and completed before they are accepted.  A security clearance takes 8-12 weeks to complete. (Individuals participating in both National Professional Development Symposium (formerly known as FESHE) and EMI Higher Education Symposium must submit a separate application (FEMA Form 119-25-1) for each symposium.  National Professional Development Symposium applications can be obtained by contacting Michael Smith at Michael.smith3@fema.dhs.gov.)  
Individuals applying to the symposium will be required to register using the FEMA Student Identification (SID) number. This number will be used in place of the Social Security Number (SSN) on your application form. The SSN number is no longer required. 

Obtaining a FEMA SID number? 
1. Step 1: To register, go to https://cdp.dhs.gov/femasid 
1. Step 2: Click on the “Need a FEMA SID” button on the right side of the screen. 
1. Step 3: Follow the instructions and provide the necessary information to create your account. 
1. Step 4: You will receive an email with your SID number. You should save this number in a secure location. 

Workshop Selection Process:
1. Selection of abstracts for presentation at the Workshop will be made based on four criteria this year: 
1. Clarity of what the presentation would address based on the abstract submitted
1. A desire to ensure that all presentations reflect work contributing to the development of the academic discipline of emergency management
1. The number of abstracts received versus the amount of time available for the workshop
1. A desire to balance presentations across the categories in which submissions have been requested
1. Decisions regarding submitted abstracts will be made the week of April 8-12, 2013.
1. Notification of selection will be sent the week of April 15-19, 2013 along with additional information to assist Workshop presenters in the development of their presentation.
