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Mr. Ryan Burke is currently a doctoral candidate at the University of Delaware’s Disaster Research Center, with a research focus on military civil support operations. Before starting his Ph.D., he was a captain in the U.S. Marine Corps, serving as a logistics officer in Camp Lejeune, North Carolina, and as a Marine officer instructor at the University of Pennsylvania.

After leaving the Marines, Mr. Burke worked as a senior consultant and logistics analyst for Booz Allen Hamilton, supporting several Department of Defense (DOD) projects both in the Pentagon and aboard Marine Corps Base Quantico. In addition to his ongoing doctoral research, he is currently working with the U.S. Army War College Strategic Studies Institute as part of the External Research Associates Program. In this capacity, Mr. Burke is researching and writing two monographs for the War College that detail strategy and policy recommendations relevant to key strategic issues of importance to DOD’s civil support mission.
