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Dr. John W. Collins, Jr., CPP, is Chairperson, [full] Professor, and Graduate Coordinator of the Professional Security Studies Department in the College of Professional Studies at New Jersey City University (NJCU). He is a Board Certified Protection Professional (CPP™) by the American Society for Industrial Security–International. During his career, Dr. Collins has supported more than two million students for secondary and adult grade levels through the doctorate, using ubiquitous technology.

Dr. Collins is a proven leader, mentor, administrator, teacher, and lifelong learner with more than 39 years of experience between the U.S. Army and several educational institutions. He teaches in such areas as risk management, computer security, statistics, research methods, and numerous graduate courses in the security field. He routinely incorporates Blackboard and other online technologies as part of these learning experiences. From 2006 to 2011, Dr. Collins was a principal architect with Dr. Tsung Y. Bill Soo Hoo and Dr. Michael S. Krantz for NJCU’s new Doctor of Science (D.Sc.) in Civil [Homeland] Security Leadership, Management, and Policy and its approval from state-level through the regional accrediting body, Middle States Commission on Higher Education. In the last 16 years, Dr. Collins has taught 1,000+ doctoral students and supported the successful completion of more than 175 dissertations.

He is also a recipient of the New York State Conspicuous Service Cross (12 awards), New York State Conspicuous Service Star (three awards), and New Jersey State Meritorious Service Medal. In 2006, he was inducted into the OCS Hall of Fame for outstanding service to the Nation. Colonel Collins is one of less than one percent selected for induction into the OCS Hall of Fame (more than 2,000 inductees selected from 500,000+ graduates since the inception of OCS in 1941). His induction has been memorialized in the National Infantry Museum (2nd floor), near Fort Benning, Georgia.

Dr. Collins received a B.A. in liberal studies from Columbia College, Missouri; an M.P.A in public administration and management from the University of Oklahoma; and an Ed.D. in educational leadership, management and policy from Seton Hall University. He is widely published in the areas of leadership, management, and policy for technology, information assurance/cyber security, and computer-based assessment. Continually involved in improving educational quality in higher education, Dr. Collins is active with the American Council on Education (CREDIT and Military Programs) and the Distance Education Training Council as an on-site and off-site subject specialist evaluator in management, homeland security, and information assurance/cyber security.
