Mr. Rodolfo Elizondo is the Founder and Principal of The Urban Assembly School for Emergency Management (UASEM), an innovative new Career and Technical Education (CTE) high school located in the Hell’s Kitchen neighborhood of Manhattan. Prior to his career at UASEM, Mr. Elizondo served as an instructional lead and data coach, working to help teachers develop rigorous curriculum, and to understand how to adjust their instruction to meet the needs of their students. 

After teaching math for 5 years in courses ranging from 7th grade math to 11th grade algebra 2/trigonometry at the Bronx School for Law, Government, and Justice, Mr. Elizondo enrolled in the Leaders in Education Apprenticeship Program, where he was recruited to assist the Urban Assembly in the development of its new CTE high school.

Mr. Elizondo holds an undergraduate degree in mathematics from the University of California (UC)-Berkeley and an M.A. in teaching from Bard College. He came to teaching through the fellowship organization Math for America (MfA), where he engaged in 5 years of structured professional development and professional learning teams with hundreds of teachers in schools all across New York City. At the conclusion of his fifth year residence with MfA, Mr. Elizondo was then accepted as a Master Teacher in the organization. Prior to teaching in New York City, he spent 3 years as an adjunct instructor at UC Berkeley, specifically working with students of immigrant parents and students who were the first in their family to attend a university.

In 2013, he founded UASEM, the first Emergency Management CTE high school in the country. Mr. Elizondo has developed partnerships with UASEM and the Federal Emergency Management Agency, American Red Cross, New York Police Department, New York Fire Department, New York City Office of Emergency Management, The Emergency Management Institute, Con Edison, and more, to ensure his students are authentically engaging with emergency management work and applying their classroom instruction out in the field.
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
