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Mr. Bob Martin helped to develop the Southwest Pennsylvania Homeland Security Higher Education Initiative, resulting in four community colleges offering Homeland Security/Emergency Management (HS/EM) undergraduate certificates and associate degrees which share the same concepts and six core courses. The community colleges are in their fourth year of offering these courses. Graduates have gone on to 4-year degree programs and are working in all levels of local, state, and Federal government.

Mr. Martin helped to implement this HS/EM program at Westmoreland County Community College, where he teaches as an adjunct for all the core courses as well as criminal justice and terrorism courses. He also teaches for the Community College of Allegheny County’s Transportation Security Administration Associates Program at the Pittsburgh International Airport and online.

Mr. Martin has been teaching traditional, collaborative, and online Blackboard courses since 2010 following 28 years of Federal service, mostly with the National Park Service (NPS). His last assignment was as the NPS’ National Security and Intelligence Program manager, based in Washington, DC. As a National Park Ranger, Mr. Martin performed and managed a wide variety of public safety services, including emergency medical services, search and rescue, law enforcement, emergency management, and forest and structural firefighting. He was the author of the NPS National Emergency Response Plan following the events of 9/11.
