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Dr. Robert M. Schwartz is an Associate Professor of Emergency Management and Homeland Security at The University of Akron. He joined the University in 2007. He has taught various classes, including Hazardous Weather Observations; Hazards for Emergency Management; Technology in Emergency Management; Disaster Victims: Casualties and Recovery; Disaster Relief and Recovery; Introduction to Terrorism; Research Methods; Professionalism in Emergency Management; and Emergency Management Business. Dr. Schwartz’s research interests include emergency management issues (especially preparedness, response, and recovery from disasters), atmospheric hazards (hurricanes, blizzards, and tornadoes), and climatology.
