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Dr. Richard T. Sylves is a Professor and Visiting Research Professor at the Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management at The George Washington University. He was also an Emeritus Professor of Political Science and Senior Policy Fellow in the Center for Energy at the University of Delaware (1977–2010). He authored The Nuclear Oracles (1986), and Cities and Disasters (co-edited with W. Waugh, 1990) and Disaster Management in the U.S. and Canada (co-edited with W. Waugh, 1996), as well as Disaster Policy and Politics (2008; second edition 2014).
Dr. Sylves is an expert on Presidential declarations of major disaster and emergency. He was an advisor to the Emergency Management Accreditation Program, was on a National Academy of Science (NAS) panel, “Estimating the Costs of Natural Disasters,” and was a member of the NAS Disasters Roundtable from 2002–2005. He has proudly produced several Instructor Guides for the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Higher Education Program under the able supervision of Dr. Wayne Blanchard and Ms. Barbara Johnson.
