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Dr. Heriberto Urby, Jr., currently teaches in the Emergency Management Program at Western Illinois University–Macomb. An Assistant Professor and attorney, he also educates students on all departmental legal courses. He received his Ph.D. from the University of North Texas, where he was mentored by Dr. David A. McEntire. His J.D. was earned at Texas Southern University Thurgood Marshall School of Law in Houston. In collaboration with Dr. McEntire, he has written papers on several Latin American Emergency Management Systems: Peru, Costa Rica, Mexico, and Paraguay. Their most recent publication, titled “Applying Public Administration in Emergency Management: The Importance of Integrating Management into Disaster Education,” is found in the Journal of Homeland Security and Emergency Management.
Dr. Urby has done extensive work on disaster professionalism, which led to the completion of his dissertation on Perceptions of Disaster Professionalism in Mexico: Adding a New Public Management Perspective to Emergency Management.

Dr. Urby hopes to discuss many issues in emergency management with his colleagues at this symposium, and to continue to move the field, discipline, and profession forward.
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
