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Dr. Pao-Chiang Yuan is a Professor in the Hazardous Materials Management/Emergency Management Technology Program for the Department of Technology’s College of Science, Engineering and Technology at Jackson State University (JSU).
Dr. Yuan has published more than 60 abstracts and articles in journals, and he has contributed chapters to 4 books. He continues to serve as a peer reviewer for state and private grant programs and different professional journals and magazines. Dr. Yuan is a board member of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Monitoring Group, Gulf of Mexico Program, and a council member of the Mississippi Citizen Corps, Mississippi Office of Homeland Security. He is the recipient of the 2002 Outstanding Mentor of the Year and The Alliance for Graduate Education in Mississippi 2004 recipient of Recycler of the year, presented by Mississippi Recycling Coalition.

Dr. Yuan’s research has focused on promoting the reduction of the electronic waste in the waste stream, indoor air pollution, Geographic Information System application, groundwater modeling, and emergency management.
