Faculty members teaching in the PhD program have expertise in public administration and in emergency management disaster preparedness, international disasters, organizational resilience, environmental issues in disasters, response coordination, vulnerability reduction, terrorism, and land use planning. 

In addition to the PhD program, the Department of Public Administration houses the MPA Program (ranked 8th in City Management/Urban Policy) as well as the nation’s first undergraduate baccalaureate program in Emergency Administration and Planning.
