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Mr. Richard Errico is currently a Professor at John Jay College of Criminal Justice in the City of New York, and he also teaches at Farmingdale State College (State University of New York).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Prior to his career in academia, Mr. Errico was a security practitioner for 30+ years at several large financial institutions in the New York Metro Area and Long Island regions, some of which he had full-time responsibility for the banks’ Emergency Preparedness and Business Continuity Programs.

Upon his retirement from the private security sector and law enforcement and upon obtaining an advanced M.S. degree at John Jay College, Mr. Errico was recruited by several colleges to teach Emergency Planning/Disaster Recovery on an adjunct basis to college students on an undergraduate and graduate level.

Mr. Errico also does security and emergency planning consulting for banks throughout the Nation in his spare time. He enrolled in this symposium so that he can come away with some new ideas to use in his Emergency Preparedness course on an undergraduate level and Business Continuity course for graduate students at John Jay College.

Mr. Errico’s existing course curriculum has been used for quite some time, and he would like to inject some new methods and ideas currently used by outside experts in this ever-changing discipline.
