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Dr. James L. Jaffe currently teaches Emergency Management, Finance, Emergency Management Law, and other Environmental and Hazmat subjects at the University of Findlay (live and online) in Findlay, Ohio, and for Montana Tech of the University of Montana (online). His major experience, besides teaching, is as an environmental lawyer for the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (Region 9) and in private practice in San Francisco.

In 2007, Mr. Jaffe’s community experienced a flood that made national news. The community was great about rescuing folks and putting them up in a local recreational center for the very short term. The Red Cross provided the survivors with a $300 pre-loaded credit card, and the Salvation Army collected clothing and kitchenware for the folks who had their housing damaged or destroyed. The Federal Emergency Management Agency came in and did their thing. But no one, absolutely no one, helped these folks with the overall economic aspects of the disaster. This aggravated Mr. Jaffe, so he created a course entitled Emergency Management Finance and finally wrote a user-friendly book on the subject, which has just been published (Amazon, Barnes & Noble.com) entitled Disaster Dollars.

His special interest is the money part of disasters; both planning for, and recovering from, the economic part of a disaster. Mr. Jaffe’s goal is to have every school that teaches Emergency Management have a course in Emergency Management Finance, and he doesn’t mean Accounting 101 or Budgeting 101, but a focused course that actually helps people.
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
