Sergeant Mark Landahl currently serves as Supervisor of the School Resource Officer Unit of the Frederick County (Maryland) Sheriff’s Office. The 13-member unit provides law enforcement services and all-hazards emergency planning support to more than 46,000 students and staff in 67 Frederick County Public School buildings. In his previous position, Sgt. Landahl served as the supervisor of the agency’s Homeland Security Section. In that capacity, he oversaw the development of plans, policy, and the delivery of programs and training related to all aspects of Emergency Management and Homeland Security including investigation, intelligence, and all-hazards preparedness and response. This position included assignment as an investigator to the Maryland-Delaware Joint Terrorism Task Force operating out of the Federal Bureau of Investigation Baltimore Field Office.
